special offers are developed for them
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even within one facility

example: hotel rooms

- often only 1 or 2 „hidden“ accessible rooms

- only very few destinations for groups

- functional but without atmosphere

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- accessibility long time seen as „wheelchair access ible“

- accessibility is expensive

- people with special access needs are a minority

→ accessibility is not normal, it is something extra

→ being in parts accessible is a working gesture
